Jim Hedbor For Congress  
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Final Debate 

The Libertarian 	. 	Party of Vermont is a minor 
party, and . there is little reason to believe that it 
will succeed in electing its candidates, at least for 

some time. Nonetheless we endorse the Libertarian 
candidate for the U.S. Congress, Jim Hedbor of 
South Hero, and we hope he makes a very im-
pressive showing on November 6. 

For many years this newspaper endorsed in-
cumbent Republican Congressman Jim Jeffords 

for re-election. We can no longer do so. It has 
become perfectly clear that Jim Jeffords has for all 
practical purposes deserted most of what the 

Republican Party claims to stand for. On impor-
tant votes in the House in recent years he has voted 
with the Democrats much more often than he has 
with his fellow Republicans. He has rarely missed 
an opportunity, at least until the last couple o 
weeks, to proudly proclaim his opposition to 
Ronald Reagan. ranging from Central America to
