Most Americans are Libertarians but 
haven't discovered it yet, according to 
David Bergland, the 1984 presidential can-
didate of the Libertarian Party. 

The party agrees with those who think 
they should be able to do what they want 
as long as it doesn't infringe on the rights 
of others. The government's job, libertari-
ans say, is to guard individual rights. 

"The only proper laws are those that pe-
nalize such conduct as murder, rape, kid-
napping, robbery, burglary, arson, tres-
pass, and fraud because such conduct nec-
essarily violates someone's rights," Berg-
land said in an interview in Concord yes-
terday. 

Bergland, a 48-year-old lawyer from 
California, won't be on the primary ballot 
today, but plans to be on every ballot in the 
country in November. 

Each state sets its own requirements for 
alternative parties. New Hampshire asks 
for 3,000 signatures; Florida requires 50,-
000 signatures and a $5,040 fee. 

The Libertarian Party is 12 years old 
and prides itself on refusing federal 
matching federal funds, which Bergland 
calls "stolen property." He says his cam-
paign budget is between $1 million and $3 
million. He admitts he doesn't expect the
